Sharing the truth 
Serving the community 

Stewardship Corner  

November 16th ð 27th Sunday 

after Pentecost  

1 Thessalonians 5:1 -11:  St. Paul 

reminded the Thessalonians and 

us that we are to live as children 

of light not of darkness.
