The radiant window de-

sign was created in a 

computer program, ex-

cept for the words.  The 

computer which was 

used to create the images 

was unable to print a 5 to 

2 ratio rendering.  The 

colors printed in the first 

version were not the 

same as the colors on the 

screen.  Computers have 

a language for printers, 

and they often canõt un-

derstand each other.  The 

actual colors needed 

were not available from 

the transparent paint 

company.  95 of 100 col-

ors used were mixed.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in our
